Abstract is a short description of your work which the maximum length isn’t more than 150 words. Don’t change and replace the word ‘Abstract’. The title, the author list and the abstract of the paper should be centered in one column. The content of the paper should be in two columns. The document title should content the last name of first author and his initial letters and date, for example ivanov_i_i 2015 02 22.doc or ivanov_i_i 2015 02 22.docx or ivanov_i_i 2015 02 22.rtf. Documents *.pdf won’t be accepted.

Key words: Keywords (maximum six keywords) should be listed alphabetically divided by semicolon.

Introduction
The maximum length of the paper is 4 pages. Full paper would be submitted by one of these ways:
1) in Russian with a title, an authors, an organizations, an abstract and a key words of the paper translated in English;

2) in English with a title, an authors, an organizations, an abstract and a key words of the paper translated in English if it is possible;

3) in Russian and English  with due attention to the claims items 1 и 2.

Papers should be published in both Russian and English. At least one author should be first author for only one paper.

Use this sample to design your paper. The paper format should be A4 paper; with the margins: the bottom and top 2,54 cm, the right/left margins must be 1,27 cm. Put in your text here. This is common sample of the conference paper. Do one gap after the dot at the end of the sentence. Don’t put in a string between paragraphs. 
The paper should be written in Times New Roman.

Sample
Use this document as a sample. Name of your file should content surname of the main author (first author) and the date. File extension should be “.doc” 
Title, Author (Authors), Organization

Use the example at the beginning of this document to name Title, Author (Authors) and Organization.

Initial of author’s first name should be placed in front of author’s last name. 
The Organization should be stated with City and Country. 
Abstract should be horizontally centered and justified on the page. It should be not more than 150 words. There should be only one paragraph.
Key words

Specify up to six keywords. They should be listed alphabetically and be divided by semicolon. 

Figures
The size of figures and photos should be either one column wide or page wide (within page margins).   
All figures must be referenced in the text and placed in the text near the point of the first mention. They should be numbered sequentially. For Figure Caption use the fonts Times New Roman 9pt. If the necessary caption can be placed below the figure. There should be empty line between caption and following text.

The minimum requirements for resolution are 600 dpi for line art, 1200 dpi for fine lines (line art with fine lines or shading), 300 dpi for halftones and colour, and 600 dpi for combinations (halftones with lettering outside the photo area).
Headers, footers and page numbers. 
Headers, footers and page numbers should not be filled in!
Pictures, Equations, Tables
Pictures
Pictures should be horizontally centered. Reference to the picture should be put in round brackets. An example: (pic.1).

Big picture can be placed along full width of page. To do so copy picture 2 from that document with section breaks (in front and after the picture) and insert it in your text. After that replace the picture with the one you require. Replace the picture title with your own. Alternatively you can do section breaks formatting by yourself.

Equations 

You can use equations editor in Microsoft Word.

There should be no line of space above the equation. The equations have to be numbered sequentially, and the number put in parentheses at the right-hand edge of the text. An example:
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Do not use equations editor between words and lines in text. Simple formulas and math symbols can be inserted to Microsoft Word with Unicode symbols. (press "Insert" - "Symbol").

Formulas from other programs and printed text can be placed to text as a picture. 

Notation of "degree"

For notation of "degree" (+8°C or 56°N) please use special symbol °. An example: "+8°C" or "56°N". You can insert that symbol by holding "Alt" and typing "248" at numeric keyboard.  

Tables 

Create tables only with special tables editor.  All tables should be numbered sequentially. Number and title of table should be placed above the table on the right side. If necessary caption can be placed below the table. Line Justification  in the table is user-defined. 

Table title, table text and caption should be written in with the fonts Times New Roman 9pt.

Reference to sources should be given 
in square brackets [ ] in italics.
Reference to figures and tables should be given in round brackets ( ). Examples:
· One author: [Smith 1989]. 

· Two authors: [Smith & Jones 1990]. 

· More than two authors: [Smith et al. 1991]. 

· Only date: by word J.Smith  and F.-D. Jones [1990]…. 

· A few quotations are listed in view of the date separated by commas: [Smith 1989, Smith & Jones 1990, Smith et al. 1991].

Acknowledgement

You can insert acknowledgement section to the text. That section should be placed before List of references. It should not be more than ten lines. 

List of references
All publications cited in the text should be presented in a list of references. They should be listed in alphabetical order.
All references should be starting with the author’s last name. References should include the Author’s last name (s) and initials of the author(s), the year of the publication, the title of the publication, the name of the publisher,
journal number, if any, pages.
The font size is 10 pt. The indent the first line is 0,7 sm. Do not use tabs. You should use this document. 
· One author: Smith, J.R. 1972. 

· Two authors: Smith, J.R. & Jones, P.D. 

· More than two authors; Smith, J.R., Jones, P.D. & Brown, A.S. 1983. 

· If it is known the name of the work and it wasn’t known the authors, you should begin to write the reference fron the name of the work.   
Examples:
